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New path edges ever nearer

WORK is progressing well to
provide a safe route from
Meadgate to Timsbury, 37
years after a request for the
footpath was first considered.

It was in 1971 that Tims-
bury Parish Council clerk Eric
Brimble reported that the re-
quest for a footpath from
Hook to Meadgate would be
considered by Clutton Rural
District Council’s road safety
committee.

The realisation of the
scheme has given particular
satisfaction to Bath and North
East Somerset councillor
Doug Deacon (Ind, Tims-
bury), who has lobbied for,
and secured, the full funding
that has enabled the project to
proceed.

He said: “After my election
in May I made it one of my
highest priorities to see this
project proceed at the earliest
opportunity.

“With the post office and
shop in Camerton having
closed years earlier, it was of
paramount importance that
people could walk to use the
amenities of Timsbury and re-
turn with a degree of safety.

“There was talk of a reduced
budget, but I am pleased to say
we have been successful in
getting the full budget cost
reinstated and all the work on

the footpath and street lighting
will be completed.”

Mr Deacon said the con-
tribution of the Bateman fam-
ily as adjoining landowners
should not be under estimated
because without their gener-
osity in being prepared to pass
over the necessary strip of land
for the footpath by a Deed of
Dedication, it would have been
difficult for the scheme to go
ahead.

He said there had also been a
high level of support from
B&NES officers and fellow
councillors to see the scheme
progress.

Olive Parfitt, a resident at
Meadgate, had campaigned
for years for a footpath and
said she was delighted that
something had been done at
last.

She said: “I had given up
hope that anything would be
done in my lifetime, but,
thankfully, we should be able
to walk to Timsbury now
without being in fear of our
lives.

“I have written countless let-
ters to the authorities because I
always feared that there was a
tragedy waiting to happen on
that road.”
